This year 2013 is the 40
th

 Anniversary of the Japan-Vietnam and Japan-ASEAN diplomatic relations.  

This year, the 7
th

The result was reported by the 

president of the Vietnam Alumni Association.

The results of the meeting were summarized into a document called “the Hanoi Declaration 2013”.  

The representatives from each country signed the document and promised to promote IATSS in their 



country.
