2. ProjectBackground
Srikayangan, Demangrejo and Tuksono are underdeveloped villages according to the Indonesian Statistic Bureau or BadanPusatStatistik (BPS).  These villages which located in Sentolo, Kulonprogo, Special Region of Yogyakarta are still classified as impoverished. However, these villages have a lot of potential that can be developed, such as farming, tourism, and creative industry. To address this issue, innovatorsfrom various expertises together with local people and IATSS Forum alumni will mapping potential assets, develop value-added products based on available resources.
The project bringsbenefits such as: 
1. Sustainable community design through product(s) innovation and strengthening economic pillars 
2. Bridging leadership and entrepreneurship to increaseeconomy among society of underdeveloped region 
3. Educating society about active citizen for social entrepreneurship, mapping potential assets, waste management and product innovation. 
4. Free giving 500 glasses for senior citizen 

The selected beneficiaries of the project are people who live in 3 (three) underdeveloped villaeges in the region of Kulonprogo. The villages namely Srikayangan, Demangrejo and Tuksono. Majority of them work as onion farmers and live with low income.
